Step 1 — Keyboard

- Genuine (1)

® TFlip the IdeaPad bottom side
up.

® Using a Phillips #1 screwdriver,
remove the two 6.0mm screws
on the back panel, that hold the
keyboard.

® Flip the computer back to top
facing.

® Use the plastic opening tool to
pry the keyboard up and away
from the bottom assembly.

® Next disconnect the keyboard
cable by using the tip of the
spudger or your finger to
lightly push out the ribbon
from the contact port.

® Completely remove the
keyboard from the bottom
assembly.




Step 4

® Unlock the ZIF conector before pulling the cable out
